	Any Other Business:
 
	Cold Weather Policy
· The policy use to be that students can go outside until it is -10 degrees Celsius.
· We now follow the Windchill protocol and going outside is dependent on the temperature and how long the students will be outside (recess its 10 minutes; lunch it is 20 minutes): 
· If the temperature is between 0 and -20 students can go outside 
· If the temperature is between -21 and -27 we are to use our discretion
· If the temperature is between lower than -27 students stay inside.
